Even the new Medicare drug card is becoming an opportunity for fraud. Legitimate cards must display the 
“Medicare Rx Approved” symbol. A list of approved cards may be obtained from the Medicare Web site, 
www.medicare.gov or by calling 800-633-4227. 
 
Avoid becoming a statistic by following these guidelines: 

• Never giving out financial information to callers you don’t know. 
• Don’t be pressured into making an immediate decision. 
• Be careful and listen to your instincts and your acquired years of wisdom.
